Time Required: 2 lessons, each 45 minutes.

Objectives: Students will compare and contrast the culture of Great Britain with that of their own, using a Venn diagram-type format

Materials Required: artifacts from Great Britain, Internet resources, computer lab, books on Great Britain and the Armenia.

Procedure:

1. Introductory Activity: Begin by showing the students several artifacts from the bag of goodies and ask them to try to think of the country from where they came.

2. Explore the concept:

The lesson will lead into a discussion about the country of Great Britain. Information shared by the teacher, from research or travels to Great Britain, will inform them the concept. Ask essential questions: What are the similarities of the two countries? What are the differences of the two countries?

3. Practice the Concept – Guided Practice with Feedback:

I will draw a Venn diagram on the board. Together, the teacher and the students will discuss the similarities and differences of the countries by placing the differences in the outside circle and the similarities in the middle. As everyone performs this task, ask the student to be thinking about doing this task again and using another topic (see below in independent practice). Utilize the KWL chart (know, want to know, what was leant).

4. Independent Practice

Next, the students will get into groups or work by themselves. While in their groups, students will conduct research, using the Internet and available library resouces, on a particular topic on which they will compare and contrast Native Armenians and Native British. Topics from which they can choose are (these can be past or present):

a. Housing

b. Native Dress

c. Environment in which they live

d. Employment

e. Education

f. Art

g. Food

h. Information Technologies (with special focus ).
The last fifteen minutes of the second lesson will be devoted to the Point h. The students will compare and contrast the situations in IT sphere in both countries, using the Internet, books, magazines, newspapers, etc. Special attention will be paid to the introduction and development of the specific vocabulary.
5. Conclusion

In conclusion to today’s activities, review what students will continue working on and have them write a 2-minute quick-write. The quick-write assignement is this: From what you have learned so far, in two minutes compare and contrast your native country and another country that you are studying. For students who finish early ask them to find more information on one of the artifacts from Great Britain, using Internet.

Evaluation
Formative assessments will include questioning of students, observations of students researching, KWL chart and a quick-write.

The summative assessment will include a final presentation of the group’s Venn diagram explaining the similarities and five differences from the  Internet and available resources (include a bibliography). This can be accomplished by writing on an actual Venn diagram, creating the similarities and differences by using drawings, making structures, finding pictures or in any way students find suitable.
